Law, starting with a historical consideration of the evolution of Cypriot Land Law. 

Importantly, the course aims to familiarize students with the provisions of the 

Immovable Property Act, Cap. 224 and the important topics of property law.

3. Explain the rules on registration of land, ownership and possession

7. State the working of easements, servitudes and charges of land

8. Illustrate how to take initiative, to undertake independent learning and develop

powers of enquiry and critical analysis
