8. Evidence of English Language Proficiency
English is the language of instruction at the University of Nicosia. Al
applicants are required to take the University English Placement Test
(EPT) before registration. Students who gain low scores are required
to take preparatory English classes before they can join their
academic programmes.
Applicants with a TOEFL score of at least 550, or G.C.S.E. (or
G.C.E.) English Language ‘O’ Level of "C" and above, or IELTS of
6.5 and above, or Cambridge Exams (First Certificate with Grade B
and above, as well as Proficiency with Grade C and above) are also
expected to take the test but will not be placed below University level
English. This permits registration for a normal course load.

® A candidate without the GMAT may be provisionally admitted and
be allowed to take the foundation courses but such students will be
accepted as MBA students only upon submission of the GMAT Score.

An original attested Bank Letter of Financial Support indicating that
you or your financial sponsor (i.e. only your spouse, parents or legal
?uordion) have the ability to finance your tuition and living expenses
or the academic year. The bank letter must clearly state your name,
your sponsor’s name and your relationship to each other. If necessary,
attach an affidavit to prove your relationship.

* Applicants from countries where there is a Cyprus Embassy/High
Commission/Consulate must attend a visa interview before coming to
Cyprus. Students who are required to attend a visa interview should not
submit their original documents to the University as these documents must

be shown at the interview. If there is no Cyprus representation in your

country of residence, the entry visa will be issued from Cyprus. Students
who will receive their entry visa directly from Cyprus are required to submit

ADMISSION POLICY STATEMENT

The University adheres to a policy of non-discrimination in admitting
students without reference to race, colour, religion, gender, handicap or
national origin.
